It may be of help as proof in
case of vehicle spot checks.

4. Test Instructions

4.1.General aspects

The following has to be determined before carrying out the tests:
= Conformity of VIN on the cover sheet with that of the vehicle.

The following points have to be thoroughly checked:
= weld seams for cracks.
screws and rivets for tight fit (torque has to be observed).
tension straps, tarpaulin rollers, tarpaulin tensioning gear, door locks for function and damage.
adhesion for tight fit.
moveable parts for function.

Have damage repaired immediately by KRONE service partner or have damaged component parts
replaced by original KRONE spare parts.

Sehr geehrte Damen und Herren,

im Zuge einer Modifikation der VDI Richtlinie 2700 ,Ladungssicherung auf
Strallenfahrzeugen® mit dem Wortlaut: «[...] Grundsiatzlich sind zur
Ladungssicherung herangezogene Sicherungsmittel einer jahrlichen Priifung
durch eine befahigte Person zu unterziehen. [...]* (s.5.3 letzter Absatz), mochten
wir Sie informieren, dass nach EN 12642 Code XL eine jéhrliche Uberpriifung von
zertifizierten Aufbauten durchgefuhrt werden muss.

Die Priforganisationen haben die Durchfllhrung der gesonderten Kontrollen als
Pflicht festgesetzt, trotz der reguldaren vom Fahrzeughalter/Nutzer durchgeflihrten
Kontrolle/ Wartung.

Die befdhigten Personen zur jahrlichen Prufungen der zertifizierten KRONE
Aufbauten sind nach Definition der Zertifikataussteller Mitarbeiter der Technischen
Prifstellen der Bundesrepublik Deutschland und KRONE Vertragswerkstatten.
Explizit sind dies die Mitarbeiter des TUV Nord; TUV Sid, TUV Rheinland und der
Dekra. Diese Mitarbeiter kénnen diese Prufung z.B. im Rahmen der
Hauptuntersuchung (HU) durchfihren. Gleiches gilt fir speziell geschulte Mitarbeiter
der KRONE Vertragswerkstatten.

Die jahrliche Prufung der zertifizierten Aufbauten ist notwendig, um eventuellen
Kontrollen durch die Polizei, BAG oder Problemen bei Verladern vorzubeugen.
Ausdriicklich mochten wir aber darauf hinweisen, dass die ausgestellten
Ladungssicherungszertifikate ihre Giiltigkeit nicht verlieren, falls die Uberpriifungen
laut EN 12642 Code XL nicht jahrlich durchgefiihrt werden. Dennoch kann unter
Umstanden ein Verlader Ihre Beladung verweigern, wenn die jahrliche Uberpriifung
nicht nachgewiesen werden kann.

Annual review of KRONE body assemblies of vehicles
with load safety certificate

Dear Sir/Dear Madam,

Due to the recent modification to VDI Guidelines 2700 “Securing cargo of road
vehicles” with the text: *. . . primarily, securing devices employed for securing
the cargo should undergo annual inspection by a competent person. . .
”(see page 3, last paragraph), we wish to advise you that according to EN 12642,
Code XL, annual inspection of certified body assemblies must be carried out.

The testing organisations have made it obligatory to carry out a separate inspection,
despite regular inspections/servicing carried out by the vehicle owner/user.

Competent persons for the annual inspection of certified KRONE body assemblies
are, according to the definition of issuer of certificates, the co-workers of test houses
in Federal Republic of Germany and KRONE workshops. Explicitly stated, these are
the co-workers of TUV Nord (North); TUV Siid (South), TUV Rheinland (Rhineland)
and Dekra. The co-workers can carry out such inspection, e.g., as part of the main
inspection. The same applies to specially trained co-workers of KRONE authorised
repair shops.

The annual inspection of certified body assemblies is necessary to prevent likely
inspection by the police, BAG (Federal Office of Goods Traffic) or problems with
shippers. However, we would like to express that the load safety certificates issued
do not become invalid in case the verification according to EN 12642, Code XL are
not carried out annually. Despite that, it is likely that a shipper may refuse the cargo if
the annual inspection cannot be demonstrated.

According to TUV Nord (North), co-workers of test houses are suitably trained and
documents are available to carry out an immediate inspection.
